For consistency reasons and for better clarity WG8 decides that the term “testably functional” be replaced by “operates as intended” in WG8 draft standards and in future updates.

WG8 decides that a one-day ad-hoc WG8 meeting should be organized which will give the opportunity to all interested delegates of SC17 and SC31 being involved in the standardization efforts on AFI and ISO/IEC 15693 to raise the actual needs on those and will thus give an appropriate guidance to WG8 for the revision of ISO/IEC 15693. That ad-hoc WG8 meeting will be held in London by June 2005. Agenda, exact date and location of the meeting will be sent out in time.

Guidelines on RFU (N 874 R2)

The SC17 Secretariat sees relevance of N 874 R2 for several other WGs of SC17 and SC17 itself and offers to WG8 to initiate a Technical Report procedure for it. WG8 decides to provide a two-months period from now on, in order to provide the opportunity to WG8 members to comment on N 874 R2. After that period the Project Editor of N 874 R2 will include possibly received comments. WG8 asks its members to review the specifications of N 947 R1. Any new contribution shall take into account that the loading effects on both the PICC and PCD side are properly tested. The objective of the class concept is to provide interoperability between PICCs and PCDs of the same class. PCDs may support several classes.

Dealing with ID-3 sized antennas
WG8 instructs the WG8 Convener to ask WG3 on whether to consider the ID-3 antenna size in WG8.

Multiple chips and antennas in ePassports (MCAP)
WG8 decides to initiate a NP procedure within SC17 for addressing the MCAP issue. Therefore WG8 instructs the WG8 Convener to word an NP on that issue and to distribute it within WG8 for comments within a one-month period. After having received the comments the WG8 Convener will integrate them in a new version and send that to the SC17 Secretariat for NP balloting by no later than June 2005.
