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1. Publishing of both Part-2 and Part-3 as ICAO Test methodology TR.
A) WG3/TF4 instructs the editor to prepare Ver1.0 of Part-2 and Part-3 submission ICAO NTWG two weeks before the Portugal meeting in Feb 2007

B) WG3/TF4 instructs the TF4 convenor to ask NTWG to publish these documents to ICAO website; this request will be incorporated into the ICAO TAG working paper by WG3 convenor.

2. Submission of Part-4 to ICAO NTWG.
A) WG3/TF4 instructs the editor to prepare Ver1.0 of Part-4 submission to ICAO NTWG in December for review.
B) Part-4 will be added to new part of ICAO TR in the near future.
3. Parallel procedure of ICAO TR and ISO NP/CD.
A) WG3/TF4 instructs the editor to hand over from Ver1.0 of Part-2 and Part-4 of ICAO TR to WG8 for their further consideration in ISO/IEC 10373-6 (Revision) by 2006-12-30. An NP procedure according to SC17 Resolution 571 is no longer seen as necessary. WG8 convenor will check this procedure with SC17 secretariat.

B) WG3/TF4 convenor will submit to SC17 secretariat through WG3 convenor a text for NP/CD for Part-3 as recognized by SC17 Resolution 571. This will be done after TAG-17 meeting.

C) TF4R expects NWI will be assigned to SC17/WG3.

D) Clarifications/ISO balloting progress after publishing as ICAO TR will be reflected in Supplement 9303-1 which will be updated at ICAO public website.

4. Joint work procedure between WG3 and WG8.
Part-2 and Part-4 are sent from WG3/TF4 to WG8 secretariat for distribution to WG8 for further consideration in the revision work of ISO/IEC 10373-6.

Place a note on ICAO website that future work is done by ISO/IEC JTC1/SC17.
Merge procedure:

· Where possible include Part-2 and Part-4 in ISO/IEC 10373-6 methods.

· Where needed, add new test methods and equipment (e.g. reference ePassport) in ISO/IEC 10373-6.

· Where ePassport WG3 document implement margin to ISO/IEC 14443, include ePassport specifics in a normative ePassport profile annex.

WG8 will maintain ISO/IEC 10373-6 in close liaison with WG3/TF4. Comments on CD level and up will be handled at WG8 through the national standardization bodies in the regular way.

WG3 recommendations:

· Separate timing tests and activation test in ISO/IEC 10373-6.

· Separate PCD and PICC tests in text coming from ISO/IEC 10373-6 AM1.

Nominations:

· Mr. Mickey Cohen will act as a liaison for these matters between WG3 and WG8. Comments to WG8 task forces can be submitted through Mickey. 

· ISO/IEC 10373-6 editors will convert the WG3/TF4 test methods ICAO TR (only Part-2 and Part-4) to a draft contribution for WG8 10373-6. 
A tentative ad hoc editors meeting will take place in Graz, Austria during the first week of December to edit (without any technical modifications) the WG3/TF4 contribution to WG8. WG3 and WG8 conveners will nominate relevant editors and assistants for this meeting.
5. Next Meeting Plan of TF4R

A) WG3/TF4R recognizes that the status of our current work items (i.e. Part-2, 3, 4) is sufficient for submission to ICAO NTWG.

B) Therefore, TF4R next meeting should be held after next NTWG Portugal meeting and also be after NP/CD vote closing date if it goes steady. (e.g. April or May, conjunction with WG8 meeting: Will be informed)
