Harmonization activities for ISO/IEC 14443 and “NFC”

Following the SC17 Resolution:

RESOLUTION 589/07 – HARMONISATION OF ISO/IEC 14443 AND NFC STANDARDS (ISO/IEC 18092, ISO/IEC 21481). 

Aiming at the harmonisation of ISO/IEC 14443 and NFC standards, ISO/IEC JTC1/SC17 instructs the WG8 Convenor to contact SC6 to propose the formation of a joint working group representing both SC17/WG8 and SC6/WG1. SC17 propose that the joint working group would be under the purview of SC6 and convened by the convener SC17/WG8 Mr. M. Hegenbarth. 

Should this joint working group not be formed then the SC17 Chair and WG8 Convenor shall consider alternative strategies.

Unanimous

WG8 expresses its position for a basis to collaborate with SC6/WG1 and its envisaged aims for joint activities as follows:

NFC devices shall be compliant to ISO/IEC 14443 and ISO/IEC 10373-6. The consequence of this requirement is:
· Only those objects which at least support both a PICC mode (either type A or type B) and a PCD mode (type A and type B) shall be considered NFC compliant.
· An NFC device will be interpreted as compliant with ISO/IEC 14443 when it passes successfully the test methods of ISO/IEC 10373-6 in both its modes, i.e. in its role as a PICC and as a PCD. 

· PICCs compliant to ISO/IEC 14443 and passing successfully the test methods of ISO/IEC 10373-6 shall be operational with any NFC device.
· PCDs compliant to ISO/IEC 14443 and passing successfully the test methods of ISO/IEC 10373-6 shall be operational with any NFC device.

The joint working group shall also consider any potential impact should NFC devices support ISO/IEC 15693 and ISO/IEC 10373-7.
